Exploring Collective Resistance

Purpose
Collective resistance occurs when people work together to achieve a common objective.  Collective resistance can occur at different levels – from the local level (e.g. a group of students who get together to pressure their school administration to change a discriminatory dress code policy) to the societal level (e.g. the Black Lives Matter and #MeToo movements).
Your challenge is to explore examples of collective action to dismantle the web of oppression.  Along the way, you will:
· Deepen your understanding of the 4 I’s of oppression
· Learn about strategies being used to dismantle ideological, institutional, interpersonal and internalised oppression
· Reflect on your own relationship with collective action
Part 1: Make a Slide
Find one example of collective action against oppression and create a slide about it.  Your slide should include:
1. Name of the organisation, group, or social movement.
2. A two-sentence description of one issue the organisation, group, or social movement is trying to address.
3. An image (paired with a citation) that illustrates the issue.
4. A two-sentence description of one specific action the organiation, group, or social movement has taken to address the issue.  Be sure to identify which of the four I’s of oppression do these action addresses (ideological, institutional, interpersonal and/or internalised). 
5. A link to a website, news story, or video that allows us to learn more about the organisation, group, or social movement.
6. Name(s) of the student(s) who contributed to the slide.
